2. True faith looks beyond others’ anger . . . and sees the opportunity to 
influence many for good.   
 
Like the coolness of snow at harvest time is a trustworthy messenger to those 
who send him; he refreshes the spirit of his masters. (Proverbs 25:13) NIV.

YOU FEEL ALONE 
 
 

• Your standing for God in the face of great difficulty can be one of the 
strongest ways for you to make a difference.
